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WEB SITE FOR THE ISLAND

In the March Board of Directors meeting the board decided by Motion to have a web
site established just for news for The Island. There will be a notice on the bulletin
board when the site is up and running. This will be a good source for information
and posted announcements. Senate Bill 100 requires us to keep homeowner’s
informed and this forum will help us conform (more about SB100 below). For
homeowner’s that do not have access to a computer, you will get notice of important
issues through the mail, newsletter and the bulletin board.

SB100

We have obtained a legal evaluation of our governing documents and our policies
and procedures to make sure we are conforming to all requirements. At this time,
there are no significant changes to our CC’s & R’s or our board policies. The report
formalizes what we have already been doing. We adopted the policies as set forth by
the attorneys, and the President and Secretary signed off on the report. Please note
that association members have a statutory right to attend association board meetings
and be heard (subject to reasonable rules limiting time of presentation), and
association records must be open to inspection by association members. This has
always been our policy. The Open Forum at the beginning of all board meetings is
the time homeowners can present any issues or discuss Architectural Requests,
landscaping, etc.

Sellers in a covenanted community, like The Island, must give prospective buyers
detailed information about the covenants and about the homeowners association that
administers the covenants, including bylaws, financial reports and information about
potential covenant violations affecting the property. You should know that a buyer
has the right to cancel the contract if the buyer finds any of this information
subjectively unsatisfactory. Buyers of property, before taking title, must sign an
acknowledgment that they have read the covenants, understand the contents, and
accept the terms.

LESSONS LEARNED:

There have been some lessons learned over the past few years and the board would
like to share them with you. Of course, we have an ulterior motive, and that is to keep
our insurance claims down, which, in turn will keep our insurance premiums lower
and our dues lower.

We have had three claims for water damage. Two have been frozen and burst pipes
and one has been a burst clothes washer water hose. There are few things we can do
to mitigate the chance of water loss occurring.

1) If you have any plumbing on an outside wall, like the bathroom in the Raintree
model, and the forecast is for zero and below, opening the cabinet doors to insure
circulation could prevent those pipes from freezing.

2) When you are out of town during the winter, keeping your thermostat set to at least
60 degrees should prevent water pipes from freezing.

3) When you are not using the washer, turning off the water will prevent serious water
damage. All of our houses have an easy on/off lever which controls both the hot &
cold water. Also, a wire mesh no-burst hose on your washer could prevent water
damage. In an article I was reading about washing machines, it stated, if you do not
know how old the hose is, it is time to replace it.

While the Association does provide comprehensive coverage
for the structures in the community, each resident owner should have an HO-6 policy
to cover his/her personal contents. The HO-6 also provides extended property
coverage for the owner in the event a claim occurs on his/her individual unit. In
